Education

· Overall, the level of the public education system is good and some of the Israeli expatriates use them, as the tuition fees of international schools are relatively high. 

· There are two international schools in Milan

· American School of Milan: Most of the teaching staff is American. About 450 students in school at all grades (PreK – Grade 12). The annual tuition fee for Grade 3 – Grade 5 is €10,000 and for Grade 6 – Grade 8 €11,250. Those costs do not include bus (dependant upon the distance from school) and cafeteria costs.  The School also charges a one-time new student admission fee of €1,600, a registration fee of €1,040 and a senior fee of €550. 

· International School of Milan: Most of the teaching staff is British. About 900 students in school at all grades (PreK – Grade 13). The annual tuition fee for Grade 3 – Grade 5 is €9,700 and for Grade 6 – Grade 8 €10,800. Those costs do not include bus (dependant upon the distance from school) and cafeteria costs. The School also charges a tax of €850 and involvement fee of €450. 

· There are two Jewish schools in Milan:
· School Ibraica: offer education to Grade 1 – Grade 8 for a full day. The school works according to the public education curriculum but includes also Jewish and Hebrew studies. There is morning praying each day. The annual tuition fee is €3,900 for Grade 1 – Grade 4 and €4,500 for Grade 5 – Grade 8.

· Chabad School - offer education from kindergarten - Grade 8 for a full day. There also some secular studies in the school. The annual tuition fee is €2,700.
· The monthly tuition fees for child day care centers for the international expatriate community in Milan is between €680 and €910 (full day boarding).
